Section I: Introduction to ENMU-Ruidoso’s Scholarship Program 

 Financial Aid – A very critical step in beginning and continuing your college career is to apply for 

financial aid.  It is recommended and encouraged because it is in the best interest of the student to 

make this first step before looking at any other options regarding the financing of their 

educational goals. 

 

There are two types of financial assistance available, need based and non-need based aid.  Despite what you 

think you will be qualified for it is a benefit to you to complete an on-line application of the Free Application 

for Federal Student Aid, otherwise known as the FAFSA.  There are two ENMU-Ruidoso financial aid advisers 

who will assist you in completing the FAFSA. You may make an appointment with either Erik Padilla or Frank 

Pino located in the Student Advising Center, Room 201 or by phone at 575-257-3007. 
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Need Based Aid 

 

Grants – Financial assistance for education that does not have to be paid back upon graduation.  These are 

usually offered to those students with the highest need of financial assistance in order to attend college. 

 

 Federal PELL Grant – A grant awarded through strict rules set by the Department of Education and is 

determined through a calculation that gives a number called the EFC (Expected Family Contribution).  

This grant provides a “foundation” of financial aid, to which aid from other Federal and non-Federal 

sources may be added.  The maximum award that a student may receive for the year is $5,350/ year for 

2010-2011 and will be $5,500 for 2011-2012.  This type of aid can now be awarded twice a year if the 

student meets the criteria of completing at least 24 credit hours during the Fall and Spring semesters and 

is enrolled in at least 6 credit hours during the Summer semester. 

 

 Federal Supplemental Educational Opportunity Grant (SEOG) – The SEOG program was established to 

assist in making post-secondary education available to qualified students who lack financial means of 

their own.  Priority is given to those students who qualify for PELL grants. 

 

Loans – Educational loans are a form of need based aid that is offered as a subsidy to the grant program in case 

the amount awarded in grants does not fully meet the financial needs of the student.  Loans do have to be repaid 

over a period of time upon graduation or leaving school, and borrowed at an interest rate set by Congress.   

 

 Federal Perkins Loan – A need-based, low-interest loan available to students rather than their parents. 

The student will be held responsible for this loan, not the parent. A student typically has a six-month 

grace period during which the student will be responsible for interest while attending school. 

Perkins loans offer low interest rates to students and can be repaid within ten years. 

 

 Federal Subsidized Stafford Loan – A program in which a student may borrow from a bank or other 

financial institution.  The federal government will pay the interest on the loan while the student is 

enrolled at least half-time in school and during authorized deferment periods.  The interest on the loan 

varies, but the borrower’s interest remains constant for the original loan. 

 

Work Study – Funded by either the federal government or state of New Mexico.  Work study allows students 

to work and earn money to help pay for school.  New Mexico funds are only offered to New Mexico residents.  

The majority of work study jobs are located on campus and referred through the Financial Aid Office.  Positions 

for work study will also be posted on the ENMU-Ruidoso website.   

 

Non-Need-Based Aid 

 

Scholarships – Students must meet academic and, in some cases, financial requirements to be eligible for a 

particular scholarship.  Each scholarship has its own qualifying standards.  Please refer to the scholarship 

section later in this guide.  

 

Federal Parent Loan for Undergraduate Students (PLUS) – These loans are intended to assist parents in 

borrowing to help pay their children’s educational expenses.  For 2010-2011, the variable rate for these PLUS 

Loans is 3.28 percent. Interest is charged on a PLUS Loan from the date of the first disbursement until the loan 

is paid in full.  Your parents will pay a fee of up to 4 percent of the loan, deducted proportionately each time a 
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loan disbursement is made.  For PLUS loans made to parents that are first disbursed on or after July 1, 2009, the 

borrower has the option of beginning repayment on the PLUS loan either 60 days after the loan is fully 

disbursed or wait until six months after the dependent student on whose behalf the parent borrowed ceases to be 

enrolled on at least a half-time basis. 

Unsubsidized Federal Stafford Loan – A loan that is available to students without financial need or whose 

need is not met by other resources.  The interest rate is fixed at 6.8%, and interest accrues while the student is 

enrolled.  The interest may be deferred and then capitalized when the loan goes into repayment six months after 

the student ceases half time enrollment. Interest may also be paid monthly, quarterly, or be added to the 

principal amount of the loan. You must complete the FAFSA to be considered for this program. 

 

Impact of Scholarships on Financial Aid Award 

Outside resources such as scholarships, out-of-state tuition waivers, resident assistantships, veteran’s benefits, 

etc., may affect your financial aid package.  Federal regulations require that our office monitor outside 

resources as part of your financial aid package.  Additional resources received after your financial aid has been 

awarded may result in an over-award situation.  If this occurs, your financial aid will be adjusted.  When 

adjusting financial aid, we begin by adjusting “self-help” which can be loans or college work study.  If the 

award is large enough it may impact your grants.  It is important that you notify our office immediately upon 

being awarded these funds. 

 

Section II: Scholarships Available through ENMU-Ruidoso and New Mexico 

Every year, qualified students demonstrating academic excellence will receive scholarships.  In 

some instances, financial need will be an additional important criterion in the selection of a recipient.  

Most scholarship recipients must be full-time students (enrolled in 12 credit hours).  Many of the 

scholarships have been established through endowments or trusts by benefactors of the University and 

are awarded on the basis of criteria designated by these donors. The amount of the scholarship is 

determined by the amount of interest that has accrued in the account, which varies from year to year.   

In general, these scholarships are awarded for the academic year.  This means that the total amount is 

divided between the fall and spring semesters. 

 

 ENMU-Ruidoso has worked hard to make the opportunity for individuals to achieve their 

educational goals, one with multiple financing options.  To take advantage of these scholarship 

opportunities complete the following applications! 

 

1. Complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) – This may be completed on-line 

or by making an appointment to speak with Frank Pino.  If Mr. Pino is unavailable make an appointment 

to meet with Erik Padilla in Financial Aid.  To schedule an appointment call 575-257-3007. 

 

2. Complete and return scholarship application – Scholarship applications will be available on-line and 

at the Student Advising Center.  Applicants may include more than one scholarship on the same 

application.  Complete all sections of the application form and include the name of each scholarship you 

are applying for. Please do not apply for scholarships that are not applicable to your situation. 

 

After all scholarship applications are collected and the deadline has past, the scholarship committee 

will meet to review which applicants will be awarded scholarships.  After the Fall semester Add/Drop 

deadline, the scholarships will be posted to the receiving students’ accounts.   
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State scholarship programs: 

 

BRIDGE TO LOTTERY SUCCESS SCHOLARSHIP - This is a first-semester "bridge" to the New Mexico 

Lottery Success Scholarship. Award certificates are provided to qualified candidates following admission to the 

college and completion of the scholarship application.  The funds are given to the university from the state for 

this program.  Students must be a New Mexico resident and U.S. Citizen or permanent resident, graduate from a 

NM public (or accredited private) high school or be a NM GED recipient, achieve minimum high school GPA 

(2.5) or GED score (530), and enroll full-time in a public New Mexico college or university as a degree-seeking 

student the first regular semester after high school graduation or successfully completing the General 

Equivalency Exam. Students who do not complete 12 credit hours with a 2.5 grade point average their 

first semester, will not be eligible for the New Mexico Legislative Lottery Success Scholarship. Therefore 

it is extremely important that you meet the eligibility requirements.   

 

NEW MEXICO LOTTERY SUCCESS SCHOLARSHIP - The Lottery Scholarship is funded from the New 

Mexico Lottery and covers the cost of tuition at any NM public college or university.  New Mexico residents, 

who attend classes at ENMU-Ruidoso on a full time basis during the next regular semester after receiving a NM 

high school diploma or GED, or having completed a state recognized, accredited home school correspondence 

program, are eligible to participate. There is no deadline and students need not apply to this program.  It is 

automatic if a student completes the necessary criteria. Students maintain their eligibility for the scholarship by 

completing 12 or more credit hours with a 2.5 or higher GPA each semester.  Scholarships will be awarded 

during the second semester of the first year of enrollment and will continue three consecutive regular semesters 

(Fall and Spring) if the student meets all eligibility criteria.  The scholarship continues for an additional four 

semesters if the eligible student enrolls full time in ENMU-Portales classes or transfers to another NM Public 

four-year institution and continues to meet the scholarship requirement.  If you have questions, please call 

ENMU-Ruidoso at 575-257-3007 or the New Mexico Commission on Higher Education at 800-279-9777. 

 
NEW MEXICO SCHOLARS SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM 

The scholarship was created by the 1989 New Mexico Legislature to assist outstanding New Mexico high 

school graduates. The scholarship covers tuition and fees plus $700 per academic year, excluding lab, and course 

fee,  and is awarded for four consecutive years, provided you maintain a 3.0 grade point average on at least 24 

credit hours per year.  In order to be considered for this scholarship the applicant must be a New Mexico 

resident, graduated in top 5% of high school class or scored 25 or higher on the ACT (national test) or 1130 or 

higher on the SAT, and has a family income of $30,000 or less; $40,000 or less if more than one family member 

is a student in postsecondary education.  Note:  Students who receive the New Mexico Scholars are not 

eligible for the New Mexico Lottery Success Scholarship.
